Dear Chairman Currie and Members of the Budget and Taxation Committee,

The Maryland Federation of Republican Women opposes SB12 and 13, Income Tax Rate and Income Tax Exemptions.  

These bills increase taxes on Maryland citizens and their families by flattening the base income subject to the top and increased rate of 5 percent.  Additionally, the exemptions are lowered.  Both bills raise taxes for all Marylanders.

The Tax Foundation has estimated that if these and other Individual Income Tax Rates are changed, Maryland would rank 49th for this category, which is hardly a competitive position.  Further, no adjustment in the Piggyback tax rates are reflected in SB 12, thus increasing taxes at the local level.

We believe SB14 requires more study and should not be considered in this Special Session.  There are possible potential hidden consequences to Maryland citizens.
